INTRODUCTION: The Parable of the Sower is really a Parable 
of Soils, and is the key to all the parables. 

It’s about bearing fruit and it’s for “inside people.”  And there are 4 
implications for those “inside people.”

IMPLICATION 1: WORD IS PROMISCIOUSLY PROCLAIMED
A. “‘Some fell along the path…  Some fell on rocky places...  Other 

seed fell among thorns...  Still other seed fell on good soil’” 
1. Almost careless
2. Intentionally universal

B. Pt: Gospel is for everyone    

IMPLICATION 2: SOIL IS CAREFULLY PREPARED
A. “‘Still other seed fell on good soil.’” 

1. Why good?
2. Previously plowed?     

B. Pt: Gospel is for eBI

IMPLICATION 3: FRUIT IS PRAYERFULLY PURPOSED
A. “‘It came up, grew and produced a crop, multiplying thirty, sixty, 

or even a hundred times.’” 
1. Miracle production   
2. Intentional production 

B. Pt: Gospel is for objective

IMPLICATION 4: PROBLEMS ARE POINTEDLY EXPECTED
A. “‘Satan comes and takes away the word... trouble or persecution 

comes because of the word,...the worries of this life, the 
deceitfulness of wealth and the desires for other things come’” 

1. The devil
2. The world
3. The flesh      

B. Pt: Gospel is in enemy territory
